1. ‘What’- It is used to ask about specific thing, people, animal and object.
Eg- a) What is your name? b) What are you going to buy?
2. ‘Where’- It is used to ask about a place or position.
Eg-a) Where do you stay? b) Where is your school?
3. “ When’- It is used to ask about time, occasion, moment.
Eg- a) When will you go? b) When is the party?
4. < Why’- Itis used to ask about reason.
Eg- Why are you late? b) Why is it empty?
5. ‘Who’ — It is used to ask about people, person.
Eg- Who are you? b) Who took it?
6. ‘How’ — It is used to ask about condition, manner or way.
Eg- How are you? b) How far is it?
