Introduction: - Sometime about 10,000 years ago, the earliest farmers put down their roots.

Agriculture opened the door to stable food supplies, and it let hunter-gatherers build permanent

dwellings that eventually morphed into complex societies in many parts of the world.

The beginning of settled life made man to stay in one place until the crops matured. This in turn
contributed to the production of surplus food which encouraged trade and therefore need to
produce more. After man settled there was realization that friendly animals could be tamed easily
and plants could be grown near homesteads. This later brought about specialization even on
other economic activities like making of hoes, pots and knives which boosted agricultural
production.

The effects of the development of early agriculture to man’s life. The development of early

agriculture had great impact on man’s life as follows:

i) Adequate food was obtained resulting to an increase in human population.

i) Man was able to specialize on other activities for example weaving, pottery and cloth making.
iii) Man was able to establish permanent settlements.

iv) Urbanization resulted where man settled.

V) Production of surplus food led to development of trade.

(A) Answer of the following questions:-

1. When did man start leading a settled life?
Neolithic. The Neolithic is characterized by fixed human settlements and the invention of
agriculture from circa 10,000 BC.



2. When did hunter gatherers become farmers?
For more than a hundred thousand years, humans roamed the Earth, foraging for plants
and hunting whatever animals they could find. Then, some 12,000 years ago, these
hunter-gatherers began to farm.

3. How do we get to know about the existence of early farmers?
The existence of early farmers are known to us by the discovery and excavation of sites.
The evidences dates as early as 7,000 BC. Charred grains and sickles have been found,

which prove that humans had started cultivating crops by this time.

4. How did agriculture help build civilizations?
By actively managing their food supplies, agricultural societies were able to produce
more food than hunter-foragers and support denser populations. Having a large
population nearby made it worthwhile for farmers to grow more food than they needed

for themselves, as they could trade this surplus for other goods.

Examples)

Emphatic Pronouns

The emphatic pronouns are myself, yourself, herself, himself, itself, ourselves, yourselves,
and themselves. (NB: These words can be either emphatic pronouns or reflexive pronouns.
This page is about their use as emphatic pronouns.)

The Use of Emphatic Pronouns
An emphatic pronoun refers back to another noun (or pronoun) in the sentence to
emphasize it. For example:
e The Queen herself attended the party.
(The Queen is the noun being emphasized. It is called the antecedent of the
emphatic pronoun.)
When used for emphasis, a word like herself is called an emphatic pronoun.

Difference between reflexive and
emphatic pronouns

A pronoun is a reflexive one if the action of the subject reflects upon
the doer. Emphatic pronouns, on the other hand, are used to just
emphasize the action of the subject.

He cut himself. (Reflexive: here the subject and object refer to the
same person.)

He himself cut the cake. (Emphatic: here the emphatic pronoun
himself merely puts emphasis on the noun he.)

| spoke to the principal myself. (Emphatic)

You must blame yourself for the loss. (Reflexive)

Note that an emphatic pronoun can be removed from the sentence and
the core meaning would not be affected. A reflexive pronoun, on the
other hand, is indispensable. The sentence wouldn’t make complete
sense if you remove the reflexive pronoun.

Compare:
He himself cut the cake. He cut the cake.
He cut himself. He cut ...what?

You will have noticed that in the first pair of sentences, the core
meaning doesn’t change when the emphatic pronoun himself is
removed from the sentence. In the second pair of sentences, the
meaning changes or becomes incomplete when the reflexive pronoun
IS removed.
