Discuss how man started a settled life.

The new Stone Age was the time when man completely changed his way of life. Before
this, man lived by hunting animals and collecting wild plants. In the new way of life, man
did not have to wander from place to place in search of food. He could grow his own
food. He stopped being a nomad and began to settle down in one place. He began to
domesticate animals and cultivate plants. Among plants, wheat and barley were the
earliest cereals grown. In order to do this, man had to settle down in certain selected
areas. This led to the growth of villages and farming communities. He needed certain
tools with which he could clear the land, and others with which he could prepare the land
for cultivation.

How did agriculture change the life of early humans?

The early humans initially used to hunt wild animals and gather fruits and nuts from the
trees. This was the source of their food. When resources at one place were exhausted,
they moved to another place. They lived like nomads. But agriculture changed their lives.
They started to grow crops at one place. Cultivating crops and harvesting them after a
certain time required them to stay at one place. Therefore, they no longer moved from
one place to another in search of food, water and shelter. They built settlements near the
crop lands, cultivated fields, made weapons and stone tools and pottery. They also started
domesticating animals for various purposes.

What led to the beginning of settled life?

Earlier man led a nomadic life. That is they used to travel from place to place in search of
food and shelter as they were hunter-gatherers. The discovery of agricultural and
domestication of animals led to people living a settled life because they got everything
they wanted in one place only.



4. How did the Neolithic revolution change human life?

The Neolithic revolution, also called the agricultural revolution, marked the transition in
human history from small, nomadic bands of hunter-gatherers to larger, agricultural
settlements and early civilization. Shortly after, Stone Age humans in other parts of the
world also began to practice agriculture.

5. How was the invention of wheel an important step towards progress for early humans?
The invention of wheel was an important step towards progress for early humans in the
following ways:

e Transportation from one place to another became faster and easier.

e Moving heavy objects and taking them from one place to another became
convenient.

e The making of pottery became easier. The use of potter's wheel enabled early
humans to make pots of various sizes and shapes. These pots were used for
storing grains, liquid and for cooking food and grains.

6. Name some of the animals domesticated by early humans.

Some of the domesticated animals were Dogs, pigs, goat, sheep, cattle, horses and
donkeys.

7. What do you mean by domestication of animals? What are the steps for it?
Domestication is the process of adapting wild plants and animals for human use. In the
middle stone age, humans started domesticating various animals like dog, goat, sheep,
buffalo etc. The dog was the first animal to have been domesticated. There are three main
steps in the domestication of any animal:

e Capture of wild animals.

e Taming (training them to live with humans)

e Obtaining useful materials like milk etc. From them and training them to work for

humans.
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Comparing and Ordering Decimals

Just as we compare numbers, we can compare decimals in a similar way. Decimals are
compared on the basis of number of digits they contain. To compare decimal numbers,
first change unlike decimals into like decimals, and compare their whole number part
and decimal part according to the following rules.

Rule 1: In the given decimals, the decimal which has the greatest whole number part is
the greatest and the decimal which has the least whole number part is the smallest.

Rule 2: If the whole number part is same, we compare the tenths place digit of the

decimals. If they are equal, digits at hundredths place are compared, and so on.

Example 1: Raju and Rajesh went to school by walking 3.5 km and 3.47 km.

Who walked more distance?

Solution: Raju walked for 3.5 km. Rajesh walked for 3.47 km. The whole number part is

the same. So, we compare the digits at tenths place of both the decimals. We find that 5 > 4.

Hence, 3.5 km > 3.47 km. Therefore, Raju walked more distance.

Example 2: Write the following decimals in order from least to greatest: 0.32, 0.4, 0.004

Solution: Change all the decimals to 3 decimal places to make them like decimals.
0.320, 0.400, 0.004

Now this is easy to compare. The decimals in order from least to greatest are:

0.004 < 0.320 < 0.400 or 0.004 < 0.32 < 0.4

Rules Of Forming The Plural Of Nouns

Rule 1: Most Singular Nouns form their Plurals by adding -s.
