An operating system (OS) is system software that manages computer
hardware, software resources, and provides common services for computer
programs.

Operating System Definition: It is software that works as an interface between a
user and the computer hardware. The primary objective of an operating system is
to make computer system convenient to use and to utilize computer hardware in an
efficient manner. The operating system performs the basic tasks such as receiving
input from the keyboard, processing instructions and sending output to the screen.

Examples of operating system are UNIX, MS-DOS, MS-Windows -
98/XP/Vista, Windows-NT/2000, OS/2 and Mac OS.

How Operating System Work

When you turn on the computer, the operating system program is loaded into the
main memory. This program is called the kernel. Once initialized, the system

program is prepared to run the user programs and permits them to use the hardware
efficiently.

An ADJECTIVE is a word used to addd something to the meaning of a NOUN or a PRONOUN .
e.g. The rose is a_beautiful flower .
Kolkata is a_big city .
The words beautiful and big in the above examples add to the meaning of NOUNS flower and
city respectively .So they are ADJECTIVES .
KINDS OF ADJECTIVES
There are eight kinds of adjectives:-
1. ADJECTIVES OF QUALITY
Adjectives which tell us what kind of a person or thing is meant . They answer the question —
OF WHAT KIND ? e.g. | like ripe mangoes .
2. ADJECTIVES OF QUANTITY
Adjectives which tell us how much of a thing is intended . They answer the question - HOW




MUCH ? e.g. We ate all the puddings .

3. ADJECTIVES OF NUMBER

Adjectives which tell us how many persons or things are meant or in what way or order_a
person or thing stands . They answer the question- HOW MANY or IN WHAT WAYS or ORDER ?
e.g.The teacher warned the student several times .

4. DEMONSTRATIVE ADJECTIVES

An Adjective that point out which person, thing or place is meant . They answer the question —
WHICH ? e.g. That boy topped the class .
